Vaccination Programme for College Students. 2021



Although the World Health Organization does not favor vaccinating younger 
people while millions of elderly people are at risk in developing nations, and with 
young people being a low priority group in vaccine campaigns in many developed 
countries with adequate vaccines, several countries in Asia are concerned about 
the effects of prolonged university closures on the quality of education.

However, with around two to three weeks for maximum immunity after a second 
dose, many students say the changes to include students have come too late. 
Meanwhile, the roll-out has been dogged by shortages of supply in many 
countries in Asia.

Many countries are also prioritizing school leavers when schools re-open. 
However, in early April UNESCO urged all countries to priorities’ teachers in 
national COVID-19 vaccine roll-out plans.

With most countries having difficulties accessing enough vaccines, this has not 
occurred in large numbers. Vietnam, one of the countries that successfully 
contained COVID-19 outbreaks last year, has said the country’s teachers are 
among the priority groups for its vaccine roll-out.

But this nonetheless depends on supplies from India and the global COVAX 
alliance set up to provide vaccines for free for 20% of the population of its 
member countries.

India

There are shortages of vaccines generally in India, which has been hard-hit, 
seeing massive spikes in cases and its health systems overrun. But in a policy shift 
last month, the Indian government allowed state governments to offer a vaccine 
to anyone over 18. Previously only those over 45 and frontline workers were 
eligible.

India’s western state of Maharashtra, which has seen high COVID-19 rates for 
months centered on the state capital, Mumbai, said it plans to vaccinate almost 
370,000 university and college students aged 18 to 25 on campuses in the state. 
Uday  Samant, the state’s higher and technical education minister, said in late 



April that this would start on 1 May.

Vaccinations are taking place on university campuses to “avoid crowding at 
vaccination centres”, Samant said. But the main reason is to ensure that the new 
academic session next month can begin without delay and that postponed 
examinations can be held.

As the vaccination drive for students kicked off in Mumbai, reports also emerged 
of thousands of students who are hoping to take up study abroad rushing to be 
vaccinated.

The B.1.617 variant – the so-called Indian variant – was first identified in 
Maharashtra state as a highly transmissible new variant.

Students are also being vaccinated in Delhi, also hard hit by the latest spike. But 
several other states including Madhya Pradesh, another hard-hit state, did not 
start the vaccination of younger age groups earlier this month due to vaccine 
supply problems.

About 150 million shots have so far been administered in India, equivalent to 
11.5% of India’s 1.3 billion people. Some universities that have seen high death 
rates among teachers and staff have had their own vaccination drives in place.
